“On Serious Mismeasures of the U.N. IPCC TAR’s 1000-year ‘Hockey Stick’ temperature history: What About the Science?”
 Luncheon Presentation and Q&A by Dr. Willie Soon
On April 6th, UCAR sponsored a Hill presentation defending the United Nation’s IPCC Third Assessment hypothesis of the so-called “hockey stick” 1,000-year temperature record.  The works of several “skeptics” were unfavorably characterized, including a number of published papers by Dr. Willie Soon.  

Dr. Soon will appear to present his own science-based research and views on this highly controversial and consequential topic, and answer questions.

Claim:   20th century warming is historically unusual.
In a series of papers, Professor Michael Mann and colleagues concluded that late-20th century temperatures are likely the warmest in the past 1,000 years in the Northern Hemisphere.  This has become an alarm calling for serious energy restrictions to remediate the purported climate “crisis.”  However, it has become increasingly well known that the original IPCC Third Assessment’s (Chapter 2) 1,000-year “hockey stick” is mainly a mathematical product unrepresentative of real-world historical climate change.
